Subject: Division Training for Multigrade Teachers

Date: November 12, 2018

1. As per DepEd Order anchorad on the Basic Education Act of 2013, Republic Act (RA) No. 1053,
the Department of Education, through the Bureau of Learning Delivery-Teaching and
Learning Division, is strengthening the implementation of the Multigrade Program through
the provision of financial assistance for the professional development of teachers, multigrade
teacher-trainers, and education resources.

2. In support to this mandate, a Division Training for Multigrade Teachers will be conducted at
Brentwood Apartelle, Baguio City on November 24-26, 2018.

3. The activity aims to:

a. familiarize Multigrade teachers with the content and features of the materials provided
and how to use such materials effectively in the multigrade classroom;

b. orient the Muitigrade teachers on the different Planning Schemes in MGCs, and
sequences of children with special educational needs {LSENS) especially those that
they meet in the regular set-up.

4, Participants to this training are identified Multigrade teachers who have no trainings in handling
combination/multigrade classes either in the primary or intermediate levels. (See attached
list for reference)

5. Attendance is highly expected from the participants.

6. Accommodation and meals {breakfast, iunch, dinner, morning and afternoon snacks) for 2 days
will be charged against the downloaded funds from Central Office. First meal will be snacks of
Saturday, November 24 and last meal will be lunch of Monday, November 26. Arrival,
Registration, and check in of participants will be at 1:00 — 3:00 PM of Saturday, November 24.
Opening program will be at 3:30 in the afternoon of same day.

7. As per CSC and DBM Joint Circular No. 2, s. 2015, teaching and non-teaching participants will be
given service credits and COCs or CTOs respectively in lieu of Nov. 24 and 25. Participants will
be given 2- day service credits since the training is conducted on a Saturday and Sunday.

8. Travel expenses to and from venue may be charged against available local funds/school MOOE
subject to the usual auditing rules and regulations.
