ACCOMPANIMENT:

A recorded accompaniment will be provided by Baguio Country Club for the Elementary comtest
piece only. No accompaniment is allowed for the High School and College/Open categories.

In the event of a tie for 1st, 2nd, or 3rd place, groups will be required to pesform again.
Any violation of the rules and regulations will result in 2 2% deduction from the total score,
An award will be given to the Best in Choreography {based on the warm-up piece) per category.

The Best in Costume award will be judged during the performance of the contest piece per
category. .
Separate ariteria will be applied for the following spedal awards:

a. Bestin Choreography (Warm-Up Piece) — 75% bo 100%
b. Best in Castume (Contest Piece) — 75% to 100%

A special award will be presented to the Best Conductor, as selected by the panel of judges.
